1G/10G SFP+: Standard for Gigabit and 10 Gigabit
Ethernet. Align the SFP module with the optical port and insert it horizontally,
pressing firmly until the bottom of the module engages with the locking spring of the
optical interface. It converts electrical signals into optical (or copper) signals and vice
versa.
